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Instructionsto Authors

Annali dell'lstituto Superiore di Sanita (Annals of the Italian
National Institute of Health) publish reviews, monographic issues,
origina articles, brief and technical notes in the different fields of
public health.

Presentation of the manuscript. - Manuscripts should be sent to:
Annali dell'lstituto Superiore di Sanita, Redazione, Viae Regina
Elena, 299 - 00161 Rome, Italy.

All work spresented for publication onAnnali must beoriginal and
are submitted for review to qualified referees.

Authorswhowishto submit for publicationon Annali monographic
issues or technica reviews should contact the Editorial Office in
advance.

Manuscripts should be written as concisely as possibleto allow a
clear understanding of the text and presented in three hard copies and
in electronic format; tables and figures should be k ept to a minimum
and must be presented only if necessary for the documentation of
results. The title, on a separate sheet, should be followed by the
complete name of the Authors and the Laboratory or Institute where
they work , town and country. The name and address, telephone and
telefax numbers of the corresponding Author should also beindicated.

Original articles should normally be organized into different
sections(i.e.: Introduction, Material sand methods, Results, Discussion
and, if needed, Conclusions).

Each article must be accompanied by:

- asummary (with thetitle trandated) both in Italian and English,
of about 120 words, presented on separate sheet and in two copies;

- keywordsin Italian and English, uptoamaximum number of seven.

The specifications that follow have been developed from our
editorial experience and represent what is needed to provide a fina
printed article that meets the requirements of our publication.

The brief note should be no longer than 3000 words, including 15
references, one table and one figure.

The article should be no longer than 6000 words, including 40
references, three tables and two figures.

Thereview should be no longer than 10000 words, including 120
references, four tables and three figures.

Presentation in electronic format. - The Journal strongly
encourages authors to present their manuscripts also in electronic
format (e-mail to: pubblicazioni @iss.it or send a floppy disk aong
withthehard copy). Any word processor capableof savingfilesinRTF
(Rich Text Format) should be used for thetext; another copy of thefile
registered in ASCII (PlainText) would be appreciated. Spreadsheets
capable of saving in Tab-delimited Text Format should be used for
graphs which should be presented along with their original data
Figures and photos (bitmap material in general) should be saved in
TIFFor EPSformat. Vectorial images(flow charts, schemes, and other
non bit-map material) should be in Macromedia Freehand, Adobe
Illustrator, DenebaCanvasor Microsoft Power Point; operating system
andversionof applicationused shouldbeclearly indicated. Tables(one
table for file) should be made with any application which permits
saving in RTF or HTML (HyperText Mark up Language).

Lettering in Arial or Helveticafont is preferable.

Symbolsand greek charactersshould, when possible, bewrittenin
full (e.g. betainstead of B).

Tables and figures. - Tables should be typewritten on a separate
sheet (presented in two copies) and preceeded by atitle; they should be
understandable also without reference to the text.

Figures (drawings, diagrams) must have a size appropriate for
reproduction. Photographsmust beprovidedintheformof highquality
glossy paper and they must bear an indication of their orientation for
aright arrangement in the text. The number of figure and the name of
the first author should also be indicated in the back .

Captions of figures and photographs should be typewritten on a
separate sheet and must contai n asufficient explanation of their obj ect.

Tables and figures should be numbered in Arabic numeralsin a
consecutive and independent way and must be referred to in the text.

Convention. - All Latin or foreign words should be in italics or
underlined. Y ou should use internationally accepted abbreviations, if
possible (e.g. DNA, ATP, DDT). All other abbreviations should be
spelled out in full the first time they occur in the text, followed by the
shortened term in parentheses; afterwards use the abbreviation only.

References. - All referencesinthetext must benumberedin square
brack ets,i.e. [ 1,2, 3-6] , and mentioned at the end of the article, inthe
order inwhich they are quoted. They should conform to the "Uniform
Requirements for Manuscript Submitted to Biomedical J ournals"
(k nown asVancouver style www.icmj e.org), with some variations
according to the following examples.

Titles of periodicals should be abbreviated in accordance with
Index Medicus (available online www.nchi.nim.nih.gov/entrez/
query.fcgi).
